H.R. 3929  CALVERT 

A bill to amend the Water Desalination Act of 1996 to authorize the Secretary of the Interior to assist in research and development, environmental and feasibility studies, and preliminary engineering for the Municipal Water District of Orange County, California, Dana Point Desalination Project located at Dana Point, California; to the Committee on Resources, and in addition to the Committee on Science.

H.R. 3935  ROGERS of Kentucky 

A bill to authorize the Secretary of the Treasury to issue Hurricane Relief Bonds in response to Hurricanes Katrina and Rita and subsequent flooding and displacement of residents in the federally designated disaster areas of Alabama, Florida, Louisiana, Mississippi, and Texas; to the Committee on Ways and Means. 

H.R. 3936  STUPAK 

A bill to protect consumers from price-gouging of gasoline and other fuels during energy emergencies, and for other purposes; to the Committee on Energy and Commerce, and in addition to the Committee on Education and the Workforce.

H.R. 3941  PRICE of Georgia 

A bill to provide for the establishment of a working group to identify and advance the development and use of alternative sources for motor vehicle fuels; to the Committee on Energy and Commerce.

H.R. 3947  BLACKBURN

A bill to amend the Federal Water Pollution Control Act to extend the authorization of appropriations for Long Island Sound; to the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure.
